If you or a loved one has been hospitalized and would like a 
priest to visit you for confession or anointing, you must 
make this request through your nurse on duty.  Also to be 
put on the hospital Communion list a request must be 
made through your nurse.  Eucharistic Ministers visit 
several times per week.  Due to the new privacy act the 
hospital is requesting these procedures be followed.

3360) in advance to schedule an appointment with a 
priest. Please don’t wait until the last minute  to call.

R.C.I.A. 
 

The process of becoming a Catholic is called the Rite of ChrisƟan 
IniƟaƟon of Adults (R.C.I.A.) and the Rite of ChrisƟan 
IniƟaƟon adapted for Children (R.C.I.C.). It is for non-bapƟzed 
persons and for bapƟzed persons of ChrisƟan denominaƟons. 
The R.C.I.A. process starts with weekly Inquiry meeƟngs in 
September. These meeƟngs are designed to help the person 
wanƟng to become a Catholic to obtain answers about the 
church in order to help the individual discern the extent of his/
her call. We also invite persons bapƟzed in the Catholic faith 
tradiƟon who have not received the sacrament(s) of 
ConfirmaƟon and/or Eucharist.
